FALL BOARD MEETING September 30, 1010

With regards to Legislation, we are currently in a brief lull until after the-teich elections are over.

Those Congressional leaders who hold serve on the Agriculture Committees may be voted out or
appointed to different committees after November. Currently NASCOE members from across the
nation have made many good contacts on the Hill and are well respected, however a reintroduction
may be needed to connect with new staffers or leaders. After elections, NASCOE plans to put
together a list of NASCOE members who may have a close contact with someone in WDC.
